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Research Problem: The penal system in Islam is like a fence. It protects the internal
mechanism of Islam. Also, it ensures the integrity to the five essentials ____ faith, honour,
lineage, wealth and intellect. Penal action, per se, is inevitable to straighten the wicked
and avert the vices. In orientation, it represents not merely a punishment but additional
broader aspects. The latter point disciplinary action as well as a measure of upbringing.
As such, it is commanded that the execution must be in public. This would create general
deterrence. The present study focuses attention on the announcement that accompanies
penalty implementaion in [slamic jurisprudence.

Research Importance: Allah Almighty has instituted for His slaves the system of
penalties, Haduds, and their relative measures. Also, He has prescribed on them their
implementations and applications in both realms ___ practical and public. All this is oriented
to ensure the full justice, security and social stability. Also, the application and the execution
announcement serve additional purpose. Others are warned on the disciplinary action
against the criminal. In turn, it generates public deterrence. In sum, optimum contentment
is reflected by the members of the Muslim society. They show full satisfaction to the




injunctions relative to the criminal system in Islam. Finally, it substantiates the
appropriatness of the Chief Executive on taking executive measures against any person
who tend to dismantle the security of the society and its members.

Research Objectives: The present study strives to pursue the following objectives:

1. It will demonstrate that Islamic penal approach is oriented towards correctness. [t is
not motivated by considerations of capture, killing or brutality. Also, Islamic approach
generates deterrence for the both kinds of social groups — public and special.

2. It will shed light on the announcement of penal execution as spelled out in Islamic
Sharia. As such, it will reveal a perspective of Islamic criminal justice that relates to
the penal actions against the offenders.

3. It will also expose a theoretical perspective of research in Islamic jurisprudence. This
will become candid by exploring the pertinent viewpoints of the jurists on the
announcement related to punishments of crimes involving Hadud and Qisas.

4. It will highlights, the role played by the Ministry of Interior in the sphere of

announcement on penalty implementation at the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia.

Research Questions: The present research seeks to address the following questions:

1. What is the implication of the announcement on penalty execution?

2. What are the injunctions that relate to the announcement of penal execution in Islamic
jurisprudence?

3. What are the opinions of the Ulema on the announcement of penal execution in Islamic
jurisprudence?

4. What is the operative system at the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia on the announcement of
penalty execution?

Research Methodology: The present research has employed an inductive approach
on the collection of related data. By using this approach, it has peoled pertinent information
from books of jurisprudence and other relevant studies. Also, it has analysed such
information. Further, it has compared it with the legal system operative at the Kingdom
of Saud:i Arabia.

Main Resulis: Among the important findings that the present study offers the following

are salient:

1. The penalties in Islamic Sharig are instituted to ensure protection of the five essentials
— faith, honour, lineage, wealth, and intellect. Also, these serve other purposes ___
benevolence to the society; dissemination of justice among people; purification of the
offender; and deterrence to the prospective criminals.

2. Islamic Sharia has taken necessary measures to counter the crime. Included in such



measures is the announcement on the implementation of Sharia’s penalties. This would
serve as general deterrent. In fact, it is made obligatory.

3. The criminal system of the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia is, in fact, an integrated system on
the part of the state. It obligates all related departments to honour pertinent applications.
Its constitution is the Sharia which gives directive instructions. In order to ascertain
any issue relating to the juristic domain, Sharia serves the main source.

4. The announcement on the implementation of penalties is imperative to attain the
rationales associated with its legitimacy ___ compliance of Divine Command, countering
the the disruption, ensuring integrity of honours to the entire society.

5. A group of people must witness the implementation of had penalty. No number of such
group is specified. But it will serve as reflection of publicity and deterrence.

6. It is permitted to appoint a person for the announcement of crime implementation. The
decision is taken by the judge. The latter will balance the public interest vs. public
disruption in making such a decision.

7. Modern mass media as exists now and in future, in all forms and shapes, may be used
in this respect. Also, this should be utilised to serve Islam and its teachings. The Kingdom
of Saudi Arabia is applying it presently.

8. The announcement through fazir methods ____ shaving the head or blackening the face
— are considered penalties involving tazir actions. This is to be decided by the chief
executive or his deputy. The attainment of implicit Sharia's objectives are cherished in
such considerations.
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
