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Section A will be for the children from 11 up to 15 years,
but this volume only contains stage C.

From the answer the teacher can start to give a brief
description of the life of the Prophet Muhammad, such as:

““The Prophet Muhammad (Peace be upon him) was born
in Mecca, a town in Arabia. In Mecca there is the House
of God, Al Kaaba, which was built by the Prophet tbrahim
and His son, ismail, to worship God and God alone. When
the Prophet was born, the people of Mecca were
worshipping idols and the House of God full of idols, too.

His father, Abdullah, died before he was born and his
mother, Amina, died when he was six years old. Then his
grandfather, Abdul Muttalib, looked after him. When he
grew up he worked as a shepherd to help his uncle Abu
Talib and when he was twelve years old he joined his uncle
in a journey o Syria.

When the Prophet grew up o be a youth, his honesty,
trustworthiness and character drew the attention of the
people towards him until they began to call him ‘As-5adiq,
Al Ameen (the honest, truthful and trustworthy one)”.
